Classroom Corners 
 

Kinders – Students engaged in an active Spanish lesson 
today, focused on choral responses and oral language 
use. Ask your child to sing the days of the week song in 
different voices, tiny, deep/big, regular, and silently.  
Others took a chapter test working on number lines, sets, 
and numeral writing. Getting used to a testing format is 
part of the lesson. Children did great and received lots of 
encouragement and support.  
 
First –   Children worked on their academic vocabulary 
notebooks ask about the word orbit, and temperature. 
Also as what the Sacraments represent for us, and for 
some examples. Students seemed to know a great deal 
about Baptism.   
 
Second-  Students were asked “What is a line?”  during 
art class today, and refined their skills of hatching and 
cross hatching realizing lines can create many different 
patterns. 
  
Third –  Students went to adoration today, ask about this 
special time to pray. Some children pray the Rosary, 
others just pray. How beautiful. Others worked on a play 
today using the Good News.  Students orally presented 
the story of the 3 Magi and the gifts brought before Jesus.  
Ask what your child learned or what part they played.  In 
science children were exposed to higher level vocabulary 
words such as stored energy, matter, and mass. Ask 
about stored energy.
