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Classroom Corners 
 

Kinders –  Students are working hard to create their very own math 
problems solving for addition. They are using hands on materials, and 
actually writing their very own number sentences. This is great! 
Children enjoyed a clergy visit this week with Fr. Pat during vocations 
day.  
First –   Students created winter projects, and spontaneously broke 
out into song during “Saint music.”  Byron said “ I love this saint 
music.”  So many of the girls were singing their hearts out. Next door, 
children enjoy singing “Blessed Be the Name of the Lord.”  Students 
are working on word endings er  and est, so be sure to provide writing 
and reading opportunities with those endings.  Ask what the bonus 
spelling word was this week.  
Second-  Student learned about “growing” and “repeated” patterns in 
math.  Students worked with both abstract and concrete materials, 
finally creating their very own patterns, higher level applications. They 
also worked on their state packet,  ask about Arizona’s birthday, the 
state bird, tree, and flower. 
Third – Students are working on mastering both subtraction and 
multiplication math facts. They are also focusing on multiplying by 5’s 
and 10’s and using skip counting as a strategy.  
 
6th Grade-  
Language Arts: Sixth graders creatively utilized a “Tech to 
Stretch” (Digital Recording) reading comprehension strategy with the 
Novel Study “The Mid Wife’s Apprentice.”   Students used hardcopy, 
(writing) and focused on prosody (fluency) drama, through acting out 
scenes while taping. The students formed a business office, created 
contracts, scripts, and had producers. Global learning in the digital 
age takes learning to higher, creative levels.  Student’s paired this of 
course with an abstract formal assessment. 
Spelling (Sitton) has been implemented and students are taught the 
rules of spelling, and using kinesthetic strategies such as tapping out 
the letters to help with proof reading. Ask for a demonstration!   
Science:   Students were actively engaged in their learning as 
they used e-clickers on a group of 5 questions. E clickers give 
students and the teacher immediate feedback on quick 
assessments, or checks for understanding so that instruction 
can be quickly adjusted according to group or individual needs. 
The Clickers are highly engaging for students. 
Math  :Students were learning the process of cross-
multiplication, including the reducing of the numerator/
denominator to make the problem easier to solve. 
 
7th Grade – Students were working in cooperative groups and 
discovering new vocabulary words as they read a selection 
from their chapter. Evidence based vocabulary strategies are 
the focus, where students not only know how to use dictionary 
definitions, but they also focus on using real examples, 
synonyms, visuals, and root words to assist with word 
meaning.  Academic words are taught in each content area 
school wide, and students are assessed.
