Even though CRS does not have an 
office in Chile, in response to the disaster there, CRS will 
be providing necessary support to their partner, Caritas 
Internationalis. Caritas Internationalis is a confederation of 
charitable organizations that is under the direct authority of 
the Vatican.

In 
light of this, Bishop Olmsted asks that support for the 
people of Chile be in the form of supporting Catholic 
Relief Services’ Operation Rice Bowl and the Catholic 
Relief Services collection on March 14th.

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Classroom Corners 
Kinders –   Students experienced lessons in etiquette today, and it 
was unbelievable.  Students role played (drama) in terms of who 
would be first in line. Boys ushered with their hand saying Ladies first” 
and allowed girls to go before them.  The girls then turned and said 
“Thank you for being a loving child of God.”  There were other 
scenarios mentioned and every single child shined with manners and 
etiquette!  Wow!  We should ask this class to prepare a public service 
announcement for our entire school! Practice this at home; children 
learn social mores and customs so easily at young ages.   
Others had a multi-sensory experience outside as they had visuals 
and real objects from nature (blocks of ice, green grass, rocks, water, 
sand) in buckets. Children had to pay close attention to key words 
that may trick them during reading. The focus word was UNDER 
(point it out in reading) and other LOOK ALIKE WORDS like COOL/
COLD. Students placed their bare feet in a bucket, read the sentence 
with visual and had to challenge their eyes and mind to pay close 
attention to words.  What a sensory experience.  Mrs. Smith, our 4th 
grade teacher, could not pull herself away from this lesson –  it was 
so interesting. Children learning to read will easily skip over words 
they think they know by shape or the first few letters, so this was an 
excellent exercise! 
First – Students worked on “ten more and ten less” and the students 
were challenged to take this concept to higher levels by using a 
hundreds chart to solve problems. Students moved from hands on 
materials and activities to more abstract activities in a very explicit 
format. Others enjoyed a guest reader this week, Ben’s grandfather 
has taped many books, and the children have enjoyed them on many 
days during their listening center.  Students enjoyed preparing for the 
readings on the 3rd Sunday of Lent as their teacher shared how much 
she thinks about them while she is at Mass on Sundays.  She shared 
“I wonder if my students have their ears open to the reading now, 
since we read it ahead of time. I always think about my students and 
hope to see them at Mass!” 
Second – Students are studying perimeter building upon addition and 
work students have already done with plane figures. Some students 
creatively drew their very own plane figures and created a math 
problem to figure perimeter.  Ask about perimeter.  Students are also 
working on soft/hard c/g sounds and reading about space. Students 
are focusing on gases, solids, and liquids and they are so excited. 
Comprehension strategies of using a graphic organizer to note 
important points to help summarize are key points in reading. Ask 
about what they learned from creating their chart today during reading 
groups.  Others are working to prepare for a poetry unit as types of 
poetry are introduced into the rooms.  Write a poem today!  
Third – Students enjoyed a very fine day at the Symphony with Music 
Memory. The program was directed by Benjamin Rous who presented 
dramatic orchestra music to the children to inspire a love and 
appreciation for the Symphony. Ask students about the “sneaky” 
song.  Encourage the fine arts, take your child to the Symphony more 
often, their little souls seem to soak up this music! 

Did You Know?  
Blessed Pope John XXIII Choir sang the National Anthem at 

the Christian Service Awards hosted by the Catholic 
Community Foundation this week and honored two of our 
very own outstanding Catholic leaders (Justin F. & Lizzie H. 
in 8th). We now have a fantastic choir, composed of lower 
elementary (grades 3-4) and a separate upper elementary 
choir (grades 5-6).  We hope to recruit students who love to 
sing praises to Jesus from grades 7-8 as well!   

 
Faith in Action.   It’s Personal!  Jesus served others, and when 

we serve others, we serve Him. 
Second Grade successfully collected hundreds of school 

supplies for their pen pal schools, St. Catherine’s & St. 
Vincent De Paul. Way to go, second graders!  This week, 
sixth and eighth graders served the working poor at St. 
Vincent De Paul’s dining room and kitchen; students rotate 
on an ongoing basis.   

 
Global Learning in Middle School (science, math, 

technology, collaboration) 
During science, Mr. Ochsner facilitated discussions about some 

environmental problems that we have at our school and 
how to solve them in a way that would be beneficial to our 
community.  The students have been working on finding 
other uses for water bottles or ways to use water bottles to 
create energy.  Students have been collecting water bottles 
they find on campus and developing creative alternatives to 
throwing them away.  In 8th grade, students have been 
learning about hydraulics and had a lab session in which 
they created unique ways to move objects with hydraulics. 
They created bulldozers, walking robots, blooming flowers, 
cuckoo clocks and more.  WOW! 

 
•  Ventures students (upper elementary/middle school) are 
 actively engaged in the digital story writing process. They 
 have brainstormed story ideas based on five digital story 
 genres and peer conferenced to determine through which 
 story they would have the strongest “Voice,” one of the six 
 traits of writing.  Each student has made his/her final 
 decision on story topic, conferenced with Mrs. Daniel, and is 
 now engaged in the storyboarding stage. This stage 
 involves generating the main idea and sequence of the 
 digital story, applying organizational strategies to formulate 
 a cohesive story, drafting the narrative, and visualizing the 
 digital components that will make the story “come alive” for 
 the reader.  Mrs. Daniel is our project designer for the 
 Ventures (upper level) program and is a published author 
 on project development nationally.  What a blessing!
